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(Project GREEN is coordinated by the North Bay Employment Connection with Sonoma, Napa, Solano and Marin counties participating.)

The Clean Energy Workforce Training Program (CEWTP) kicked off the first trainings in Marin County as part of the Marin Employment Connection (MEC) Project GREEN.  This training is targeted at workers having a background in construction and building science with the goal to retool them in energy efficient building and retrofit methods, as well as water efficient landscape design.
Information sessions were held at the MEC and Marin Builders with extensive outreach through public building and planning departments, including San Rafael and the Marin BERST.   Over 141 residents attended and began one-on-one assessments with the MEC Green Navigator, Josette Molloy.  The first training (with 40 students) kicked off with a code review of Title 24 led by IBEW Local 551 instructor, John Lloyd at the College of Marin, Indian Valley Campus.   
The second training occurred at Marin Builders with a kick off welcome by San Rafael Mayor Al Boro.  Over 100 folks attended classes in February to become Certified Green Building Professionals with instruction from industry experts at Build It Green.

Additional trainings are planned to prepare Whole House Energy Raters (HERS), Home Performance Contractors, Green Point Raters and Advisers, Qualified Water Efficient Landscapers and Bay Friendly Landscapers.  More informational sessions will be held in March and April with a focus on small contractors and real estate professionals.
